2/17 11:00AM – “Immolation and Identity” 

 The Rev. Dr. Stephen Butler Murray, Minister  
One of the moral quandaries of the Vietnam War era concerned the Buddhist 
monks who immolated themselves in protest of the war. The Rev. Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr. and the Vietnamese monk Thich Nhat Hanh corresponded with 
each other on this issue, providing a rich Christian-Buddhist dialogue on the 
comparative religious ethics concerning this topic. Our congregation felt the 
effect of this issue most acutely when one of our members, Alice Herz, 
immolated herself in March 1965 in protest of the escalation of the Vietnam 
War.  Alice’s daughter, Helga, was a longtime member of First UU Detroit as 
well, active in the peace movement. There is a plaque on the fireplace mantel 
in the house lobby dedicated to Helga. Our service today will explore the 
memory of this form of protest. 
 
2/24, TODAY, 11:00AM – “Jim Crow Detroit” 
 Jamon Jordan, Guest Speaker 
Segregation, sharecropping, lynchings, and the intense racism of the Jim Crow 
South, led to the Great Migration. Detroit would be a major destination for 
African Americans leaving the south. Jamon Jordan will speak on this era in 
which African Americans created and became a part of the historic communities 
of Black Bottom and Paradise Valley, where they founded churches, schools, 
civic institutions, as well as 350 Black-owned businesses. And learn how it was 
destroyed by local, state and federal policies of urban renewal and interstate 
highways. His talk will take us right up to the Civil Rights and Black Power 
Movements of the 1950s and 60s.
