The newsletter policy begins “The newsletter’'s purpose is to provide information to UU Detroit members and
friends in a clear, concise manner that enhances and promotes the mission of the Church.”

It goes on to state: “The newsletter is viewed as a part of a larger effort to communicate effectively to those
within UU Detroit and to the larger metropolitan Detroit community regarding Detroit values in action. It is
recognized that reasonably frequent communications are advisable, that communications in the newsletter
should model behaviors we are seeking within our Church community, and that the newsletter should be
prepared in such a way as to be inviting fo new or potential members as well as interesting, informative,
stimulating, and appreciative to those within the Church community.”

The procedures cover production and confent, guidelines for the Newsletter Editor and submitters,
deadlines, and privacy.
